To meet the
heavy burden of the State and solve the problem of obtaining men and money lo
withstand its enemies, the Vijaynagar emperors gave up the traditional rate of
asscssments at one-sixth ‘of the produce and increased it to some extent. The
Vijaynagar rulers adopted the ® principle of differential taxation”, that is, leviad
taxes according to the relative fertility of the lands. Besides the land taxe, the ryats
had to pay other kinds of taxes like grazing tax, marriage tax etc. other source of
income of the State were the revenue from customs duties, tolls on roads, revenue
from gardening and plantations; and taxation; and taxes levied on dealers in goods
of common consumption, Manufacturers and _craftsmen, potters, washermen,
sheoemakers, barbers, mendicants, temples and prostitutes.

The massive walls, which can gtill be traced, enclosed an area of more than sixty
square miles, much of which was occupied by fields and gardens watered by canals from the
fver.

The great majority of the houscs
were naturally small and undistinguished, but among them were scatiered palaces, tamples,
public buildings, wide streets of shops shaded by trees, busy markets, and all the
squipment of a great and wealthy city. The principal buildings were constzucted in the
re Hindu style, covered with ormamental carving, and the fragments, which have
survived, suffice to give point to the enthngiastic admiration of the men who saw the city in
the days of its magnificence.
